Theories of provenance, dating, literary style(s) and authorship and their significance in understanding the text. 

The theology of the book in relation to other biblical material, current areas of debate, the exegetical study of a selection of passages in greater depth. 

The use of the books in the history of the church and indications as to current interpretation, moving from text to application.

The books will be selected and announced at the start of each year: currently the books are Isaiah and Matthew's gospel. Exceptionally a student may be given supervised reading on an alternative biblical book.
