	Content summary
	This module assumes some background in NT study and looks in more depth at the life and letters of St Paul, the context of his teaching and the rhetorical devices employed. Paul's teaching on the role of the gentiles, the place of the Jews in God's plan, salvation, the law and grace are looked at carefully in the light of the 'New Approach' to Paul. 

St Paul's ethical teaching is fundamental to Christian ethics.  This is studied, along with the ethical teaching in the gospels, and its application to modern society studied.  Various approaches to ethical reasoning are considered and students will relate their reading to  a number of contemporary issues
