An introduction to the life and thought of some of the key persons ( eg. Luther, Calvin, Cranmer, Hooker ) involved. 

The historical foundation and development of the Church of England and the growth of other denominations in England.

Differing theologies of magisterial reformers, radical reformers and Roman Catholics concerning the Eucharist, the Church (and the state), faith and works.

The relevance of reformation theology to current ecumenical dialogue and practice.

Key documents in the development and expression of denominational identity. 

The distinctive polity of the Church of England and its particular role in the Anglican Communion in the twenty-first century.

Current issues in the Church of England, the Anglican Communion and in ecumenical dialogue.

(Whilst this module is focussed strongly on the Church of England input and reflection will be given on at least one other major denomination.)
