Music
We have several people who are willing to play the piano and other instruments for worship, but they too will need space during the week. We therefore ask that if you would like to approach musicians, you do so at least a week before the start of Easter School, bearing in mind that they need time to rehearse and to balance their commitments. By all means ask, but be aware of the need to think ahead and to consider all the options.

Morning Worship 
This year we are asking you to bring your own copy of Common Worship Daily Prayer. It’s a resource you’ll need for ministry, and it’s good when we gather as a community to share in the wider prayer of the church using Anglican liturgy. It also has the advantage of cutting down on the number of printed orders of service. When the rota says Common Worship, it means use the order for that day of the week OR the set order for the Easter season. You can choose! 
When the rota says ‘creative’- be as creative as you like. It’s your chance to enable us to worship using whatever means you think will be helpful.
7:45 Eucharist The Leader is expected to lead all parts of the service not reserved to the president and to serve and lay the table. Appropriate contractions to the service will be needed to make it less than 35 min. Please liaise with the President.

Night Prayer: A simple form of Night Prayer (Compline) is found in Common Worship Daily Prayer. Volunteers to lead this each night are asked not to change it in any way but to allow the experience of a regular office to be part of the week. 
WEMTC Praise: this is an informal opportunity each evening, with an emphasis on waiting on and responding to the Holy Spirit.

Coordinators are expected to coordinate the Year Group planning as a team exercise and not plan the service themselves.

The readings set give us a co-ordinated lectionary for the week related to our topic, so please stick to them. Please let Helen know what you are planning to sing before you print any orders of service, to prevent duplication over the week.
