3. one example where practice has been changed so that what is done more truly reflects what is believed
B. In your own personal life, identify three similar examples (1), (2) and (3)
Note:  ‘espoused belief’   -   what we say we believe ( which is often not what we actually do, or what we are supposed to believe)
