To All Students Attending Easter School 4 – 11 April 2010
Our Easter School “Living with the Church” (CTM171 Baptism Eucharist & Ministry) is now only two months away and I am looking forward to the chance to share as a community in learning and worship. Preparations are still being made and the timetable finalised, but we wanted to give you a feel for how the week is shaping up. 
On the WEMTC website, www.wemtc.org.uk , you will find on the downloads page a link to the Easter School, with links to the timetable, the worship rota and other documents (including this one!). Directions can also be found there. If you have any difficulty accessing these documents, please let me know.

We are called to be ordained ministers in a church that is going through a period of profound and exciting change, with a persistent imperative to discern what God is calling his people to be and to do.  This theme is picked up in the preparatory reading for Easter School, Jesus’ People: What the Church Should Do Next, by Steven J L Croft, available on Amazon for £5.25.  A reviewer describes it as “a passionately sane piece of prophecy: ignore it at your peril”.   Please make sure you have got hold of a copy and read it (it’s not very long as prophecy goes) before the week begins.
Trinity College, Bristol is fairly typical student-style accommodation. Some of you will be in student study bedrooms, while others will be in study rooms with a bed added.  Students will have cleared the desk and a part of the wardrobe but will have left the rest of their stuff in the rooms so please respect their property. 
There is a games room with pool table and table tennis, and the Downs are close by for walking. You may find it useful to bring some home comforts as well as the usual residential essentials.
Each room has a sink and there is a bathroom between six rooms. Tea and coffee are available in the student kitchen. If people need to contact you during the week the Trinity Telephone (0117 968 2803) is staffed during office hours. In an emergency a message can be left on Mike's mobile (07 775 647 840). 
If your diet has changed since you first filled in a diet form then please let the WEMTC office know immediately. The week has a full timetable, so please do not expect to be able to work on assignments - you will need to keep the free time for relaxing and re-energising.  Please also note that we start on Easter Sunday, 4th April at 4.15pm - the opening sessions are a vital introduction to the week’s programme. It is expected that you will be attending the whole week so please speak to a staff member if you think you may need to miss part of the programme.
Families, supporters, your clergy and pastoral tutors are very welcome to visit and to attend the main lectures and worship sessions - please do invite them. However it is not appropriate for them to join you in the home groups, visits or on the Quiet Day. You will be able to see from the timetable when you will be free to be with them. Please inform the office by Friday 19th March if you will have guests coming and if they will require a meal. 
I am glad to say that, as last year, we shall have with us throughout the week two chaplains, the Revd John and Mrs Rachael Willard, who will be there to offer pastoral care and support.
