Four of the first year weekends are linked together to develop themes related to the Church in its local setting and provide both material and tools of reflection for the on-going Local Church Reflection. Each weekend also explores the theme:  'Mission and Ministry'.

· To have gained skills in working and theologically reflecting with a small group

· To have gained a respect for the strengths of traditions other than their own

· To demonstrate an understanding of the Theological Learning Cycle

· To be able to connect scriptural insights to their home church context

· To be able to apply theological insights in practical situations
